��n the recent local government elec-
tions Prince Albert had the highest 

voter turnout in the country and a com-
munity-based party that had been in exis-
tence for less than six months won over-
whelmingly. The Karoo Gemeenskap 
Party (KGP, also known as the Aalwyn-
tjies) won three of the four wards in 
Prince Albert and could play a king-
maker role in the Central Karoo District 
Municipality as well. 
 
On a warm, sunny day more than 80% of 
all registered voters throughout the mu-
nicipal district voted compared to 57% in 
the rest of the country. Many voters 
waited patiently to vote with loud music, 
hooting from cars ferrying voters to the 
various stations and laughing and joking 
throughout the day. The IEC’s Kelly 
Cloete confirmed that there had been no 
serious mishaps during the election and 
that Prince Albert should be proud of the 

strong desire to vote. 
 
The KGP won Wards 2, 3 and 4 giving 
them three seats on the seven-seat Council.  
Their leader, Goliath Lottering, won 
76.58% of the votes cast in Ward 3, where 
the incumbent DA councillor, Willem 
Jansen came third. The party went on to 
win just over 50% of the total votes cast in 
the entire voting district. The DA won 
close to 26% and the ANC 24%.  Later the 
results of the proportional representation 
calculation gave the DA two seats while 
the ANC gained one in addition to the 
ward seat it had won in Leeu-Gamka. As a 
result there is no single party with an out-
right majority in the Council. 
 
The DA’s Annelie Rabie confirmed that 
her party would not form coalitions, but 
would be a constructive opposition in 
Council, voting on an issue-by-issue basis.  
As we went to press, we learned that the 
ANC’s regional committee had instructed 
the local ANC representatives to work with 

the KGP in return for the Deputy 
Mayor’s role and for the KGP’s support 
in the Central Karoo District Municipal-
ity.  The ANC agreed to the KGP filling 
the Mayor and the Speaker positions and              
representing the Council on the District 
Council. 
 
Resident Kristiaan Kroon’s comment on 
polling day, “Hulle het ons vir jare 
verneuk; ons gee hierdie ou ‘n kans” was 
echoed by others queuing to vote.  In an 
interview with the Friend Lottering  
committed his party to clean and trans-
parent government with service delivery 
a priority. 
 
Lottering dismissed rumours that the 
KGP had threatened to replace Municipal 
officials with party members and that he 
had promised the position of Municipal 
Manager to Newton Wicomb, who was 
suspended as Municipal Manager some 
years ago.  He stressed that all vacant 
posts would be advertised and that the 
best person for the job would be ap-
pointed – “Dit is nie ‘n tjommie-tjommie 
ding nie.”  He also said that the KGP 
would make use of local expertise and 
skills and that it would get to the bottom 
of alleged financial irregularities and if 
necessary, prosecute those councillors 
responsible. 
 
On 2 June the Council meets for the first 
time. The KGP is represented by Goliath 
Lottering, its mayoral candidate, Margie 
Jaftha and Isak Windvogel. The DA 
councillors are Annelie Rabie and Colin 
Bower, while the ANC will be repre-
sented by Nicolaas Abrahams and Chris-
tina Stols.

I observe on a daily basis the excessive 
speeds that these trucks and other vehi-
cles travel on Church St and have not 
once observed any traffic officers at-
tempting to trap/control or stop vehicles 
that are breaking the law. I have, how-
ever, observed traffic officers dishing out 
fines to drivers for not using seat belts 
and other offences, yet these juggernaut 
vehicles speed through town at great risk 
to other motorists and pedestrians cross-
ing the road. 
 
The official speed limit for all vehicles in 
Prince Albert is 60 km/h. This is clearly 
much too fast for heavy vehicles as they 
would never be able to stop in a short 
space if necessary, even if they were ad-
hering to the limit. Furthermore, the 
trucks all use their air brakes to slow 
down during the day and night, creating a 
huge amount of noise.  
 
The speed limit for heavy vehicles in De 
Rust and Laingsburg is 40kmh, which is 
very strictly policed, and there are signs 
that indicate that trucks may not use their

air brakes within the village/ town         
precinct. 
 
I suggest that stricter speed controls for 
heavy vehicles are enforced in Prince 
Albert and that signs are erected to forbid 
the use of air brakes within the town’s 
boundaries. I also suggest that traffic 
officials are more visible when it comes 
to enforcing more important traffic 
codes, particularly speeding and reckless 
driving.

Before Fracking Began 

 

�� here was once a town in the heart 
of South Africa where all life 

seemed to live in harmony with its sur-
roundings. The town lay in the midst of 
prosperous farms occupying the plains 
and fertile valleys where, in spring, pink 
clouds of bloom drifted above verdant 
fields shimmering in a haze of blue. In 
autumn, vineyards became a blaze of 
colour that glowed in the crisp, clear 
sunshine. 
 
Then jackals called in the hills, antelope 
graced the mountain slopes, and fish 
leapt in the crystal streams. Great floral 
kingdoms flourished and delighted the 
traveller’s eye through much of the year, 
particularly after the rains when a kalei-
doscopic carpet of flowers adorned the 
ground, stretching to distant horizons. 
The area was famous for its variety and 
abundance of birdlife. The jubilant dawn 
chorus and skies teeming with raptors 
and butterflies attracted visitors from all 
over the world who came to marvel at 
the richness and beauty of life. So it had 
been from the days many years ago 
when the first settlers built their houses, 
sank their wells, and cared for the land. 
 
But all the while surreptitious wars were 
being waged against the very lifeblood 
of the landscape, which in time became 
condoned. The shift from survival to 
prosperity twisted the value systems of 

previously contented men and women 
who began to see nature as a threat, in-
citing them to embark on a senseless 
course of destruction. Everything began 
to change. 
 
It wasn’t long before the last mountain 
leopard was triumphantly shot, jackals 
were being hunted mercilessly from 
helicopters, and antelope routinely am-
bushed, blinded by lights in the depths 
of the night then blasted into oblivion at 
close range. Traps and poisons littered 
the landscape, indiscriminately maim-
ing, torturing, and killing all manner of 
species in the most heinous ways imag-
inable. Toxic residues laced all edible 
food. Fear and loathing of sensual, se-
cretive snakes elicited explosive reac-
tions in people who stoned and savaged 
them. 
 
Improved roads allowed faster, bigger 
cars, and even trucks to roar through the 
countryside unhindered, annihilating 
insects, birds, tortoises, apes, foxes and a 
myriad of rare and delicate creatures 
who crossed their path, leaving splat-
tered corpses strewn across the asphalt. 
 
Open warfare with our cousins, the ba-
boons, became a routine kind of sport 
where people made up their own rules 
about shooting them. Baboons trapped in 
cages were left to suffer and die under a 
burning sun. Others were simply dis-
patched for profit to laboratories, re-
strained in solitary confinement and 
regularly immobilized for scientists to 

conduct hellish experiments on their live, 
pulsating bodies daily, for years. 
 
Violence and aggression towards nature 
filtered into people’s lives and relation-
ships. Life partners began to loathe one 
another. Children rejected their parents 
and themselves. Bullying, fighting, rape, 
suicide, alcoholism, and drug taking raged 
out of control. Even pets would be rou-
tinely ignored, beaten, run over, aban-
doned, or discarded. 
 
The scale of slaughter escalated, as did 
people’s taste for flesh that could not be 
satisfied. With increasing disease the inci-
dence of sickness, cancers, obesity, and 
dissatisfaction debilitated the townsfolk, 
and their domestic animals. There was a 
strange stillness. Birds and other wild 
creatures gradually disappeared.  Over-
grazing reduced the veld to rocks and 
dust. An eerie silence lay over the plains, 
mountains, and valleys. All that remained 
were ghostly pictures and films of the 
abundant life that once existed flashing 
across HD screens in technicolour detail. 
 
Many people left the town in search of 
elusive, better places to live, and the frail 
children who remained begged the ques-
tion ‘Why was our world not worth             
saving?’

�� ive male breeding Cheetahs from 
Cango Wildlife Ranch in Oudt-

shoorn underwent their annual medical 
check-up recently when they were 
tested for signs of gastritis, a common 
problem in captive cheetahs. What it 
means is that they develop a build-up 
of amyloid, a waxy substance in the 
kidneys, which can cause kidney fail-
ure and ultimately death. 
 
Local vet, Dr Glen Carlisle, who is 
internationally recognised for his work 

on renal amyloidosis in captive chee-
tahs, darted the animals and, with the 
help of visiting Belgian veterinary stu-
dent nurse, Leen Desmeth, took twelve 
stomach lining tissue samples from 
each cat using endoscopic biopsy for-
ceps. 
 
The tissue samples have been sent to 
Dr Emily Lane, a specialist zoo and 
domestic animal pathologist at Pretoria 
Zoo. Lane will check the tissue for gas-
tritis and, if positive, the cheetahs will 
be treated with a course of antibiotics 
to stop the infection. 

Rob Hall, head of operations at the 
Cango Wildlife Ranch, said for years 
staff at the Ranch had been mystified by 
the sudden loss of condition and subse-
quent death of previously healthy chee-
tahs. 
 
Older cats, especially those over seven, 
became weak, very thin, dehydrated and 
then started vomiting and suffering from 
diarrhoea. Eventually these animals had 
to be put to sleep. 
 
“Through experience we have identified 
the problem, kidney amyloid caused by 
gastritis, and are now able to step in to 
delay the, renal amyloidosis for as long 
as possible,” Hall said. 
 
There is no cure for amyloidosis but 
early identification and treatment of the 
cause (gastritis) can delay the amyloid 
from forming. 
 
In the examination recently Carlisle used 
an endoscope to look at the lining of 
each cat’s stomach before pinching off 
twelve small bits of tissue with special-
ised biopsy forceps. 
 
While the cheetahs were under anaesthe-
sia they were given a thorough health 
check, blood and skin was collected for 
kidney evaluation and DNA work, and 
their vaccinations were brought up to 
date. Hall said it was crucial that the 
cheetahs were properly managed to 
avoid them becoming sick.  
 
“Besides the routine medical check they 
need to have comfortable sleeping quar-
ters and we need to ensure that individu-
als in the group get on. They also need to 
be kept in natural and spacious enclo-
sures away from other cats which might 
cause them stress.” 
 
The research into this problem by Cango 
Wildlife Ranch, has provided data for 
cheetah breeding programmes around 
the world with Carlisle publishing his 
findings in 2005 in the Cat Specialist 
Group Journal.

�� he main purpose of the Prince        
Albert Olive Festival is to market 

the town. To draw visitors from far and 
wide who will fill our many guesthouses 
eat in our restaurants and buy our prod-
ucts. To, in short, give a cash injection to 
the many businesses and private individu-
als who keep our town humming along 
by providing employment to so many 
Prince Alberters. 
  
This year we moved off the streets and 
onto the museum grounds. And stalls 
flowed from the market on Church Street 
right the way through to the school play-
ing field behind. One of those benefiting 
from the passing parade was the anti-
fracking stand in the Dam. Staffed mainly 
by the indefatigable Lisa Smith and the 
effervescent Jennifer Cohen they had a 
constant stream of visitors... both locals 
and out-of-towners. “At one stage we had 
a queue of people wanting to sign the 
anti-fracking petition that stretched all the 
way from the entrance!” said Smith; who, 
with Cohen, had put up an excellent vis-
ual ‘story’ of the dangers inherent in frac-
turing shale (lying 5km beneath the 
Earth’s surface) to extract natural gas. 
  
Their stand offered leaflets, newspaper 
articles, T-shirts and photographs of the 
wasted land that fracking leaves behind. 
“Both Renu-Karoo and Malachite Nurs-
eries gave us [indigenous Karoo] plants 
for our display and Judy [McGuire]’s 
posters were great for contextualising the 

precious heritage of the Karoo,” said 
Cohen. 
  
Many foreign visitors were totally unaware 
of fracking operations taking place in their 
own countries and had never heard of this 
sinister process used by many fuel compa-
nies around the globe. “A pair of Canadi-
ans,” said Smith, “was under the impression 
that hydraulic fracturing was safe ... until 
they saw the loop we had going from the 
movie Gasland. They were horrified! 
Bought the DVD signed the petition and 
said they would do whatever necessary to 
stop it in Canada. Then there was a Dutch 
family who were adamant that this was not 
happening in Holland ... until I gave them 
the anti frack site for the Netherlands.” 
  
But closer to home all the very things that 
attract us to the Karoo – the stillness, the 
peace, the space, the birds, the big blue sky, 
the clean healthy air – all are under threat 
from fracking. Two farmers who didn't 
know their land had been targeted found 
themselves on the map for seismic testing 
by Falcon Oil & Gas. And a Grade 2 
learner signed the petition saying that she 
had seen it on TV and “it must not happen 
in the Karoo!” 
  
“People spent time reading our signs, 
watching video clip and studying the pho-
tos  – the ones of the tanker trucks parked at 
a fracking site... imagine them coming 
through the Meiringspoort pass and town 
every day!” says Cohen. 
  
All in all 784 people signed the petition,     

14 Gasland DVDs and 85 T-shirts were   
sold, and a huge amount of interest was 
generated. 
   
Fracking has been banned in New York, 
New Jersey, Quebec and likely in New 
South Wales, Australia. There are mora-
toria on fracking in over 100 jurisdictions 
in the US. And our government’s move to 
place a moratorium on this lethal practice 
in South Africa is seen as a First World 
response and one we should be proud of. 
  
But take heed, just in case you think the 
moratorium will see the end of it. The 
process actually started almost 30 years 
ago when the South African state oil and 
gas company, SOEKOR, drilled the first 
exploratory wells in this part of the Karoo 
basin... and encountered numerous gas 
shows. On the strength of this, American-
based Falcon Oil & Gas Ltd secured a 
Technical Cooperation Permit in 2009 to 
“evaluate the Karoo Basin.” And, since 
putting in much money and effort, they 
are unlikely to quietly fold up their opera-
tion in the Karoo and slink away. 
  
So none of us can sleep easy at night sim-
ply worrying about our crops wilting, our 
sheep being killed by jackal and baboons, 
a civet getting into the henhouse, or our 
horses getting out and rushing down the 
R407. Because there is a far greater threat 
out there…

And millions of Rands worth 
of investments were squandered . . . by 
October already R745 183.59 had been 
spent on travel and subsistence when 
only R376 600.00 had been budgeted 
for the whole year! 
 
There were allegations of the improper 
allocation of contracts, the failure of the 
Municipality to drive the desperately 
needed upgrading of the Swartberg Pass 
and a ‘baantjies vir boeties’ approach in 
regard to job creation. 
 
In spite of this the Committee of the 
Prince Albert Ratepayers & Residents 

Association (PARRA) has worked hard 
at maintaining cordial relations with the 
councillors and senior members of the 
municipality.

�� uring the Olive Festival we hosted our 
fourth Zwartberg Runners 21.1km 

(half-marathon) and 10km races.  There were 
a higher number of entrants from all parts of 
the country in both events and we were taken 
unawares when, on the evening before the 
big day, three times as many 10km runners 
had registered than had been expected.  
 
Principal Fana from the Rainbow Athletic 
Club was the winner of the half-marathon 
crossing the Finish line in front of the Seven 
Arches in 01:18:34. Helia Smith of Klerks-
dorp Marathon Club was the first woman 
home, coming in with a time of 01:51:46 and 
finishing in 12th place overall.
